I intend to help SBA carry on its mission as it navigates the height of hurricane season and deals with the current economic challenges and tightening credit opportunities for small business."

Dear Lender:





This past week we reached a milestone in the 2008 flood tornado recovery with $200 million in disaster loan approvals to 2700 homeowners and renters and 460 businesses. 


This is nearly double the $112 million in loans approved for the floods of 1993.  





The counties of Poweshiek, Humboldt, Jackson and Howard were added as being eligible for individual assistance for physical losses.   If you are aware of residents and businesses in those counties that have been impacted by the floods, please encourage them to apply by the September 29, 2008 deadline.





We made the process of applying for SBA disaster loans easier with launching of a secure electronic online application which be accessed via SBA’s secured web site at � HYPERLINK "https://disasterloan.sba.gov/ela" ��https://disasterloan.sba.gov/ela�. Disaster victims are encouraged to use this new on line application. Its ability to check for errors and prompt for additional needed information assists us in providing a shorter loan processing/decision period.





We are pleased with the response to Small Rural Lender Advantage (RLA).   We encourage our lenders with smaller SBA loan volumes to consider this more streamlined process that is reminiscent of the former Lowdoc program.

Resources Available to Assist your Customers in the Global Marketplace





Effective August 18, 2008, SBA will begin notifying each lender 30 days after the maturity of any 7(a) loan of 12 months or less that, if the lender wishes to extend the maturity date of that loan, it must contact the appropriate Commercial Loan Servicing Center (or the Office of International Trade for Export Working Capital Program (EWCP) loans) to request an extension of the maturity date. 





The lender must request this extension by completing SBA Form 2237 and paying the additional guaranty fee required for loans with maturities greater than 12 months, but this must be done within 90 days of the maturity date of the loan. 





If SBA does not receive a request for extension from the lender within 90 days following the original maturity date of the loan, SBA will notify the lender that the loan’s status has been changed to Paid-In-Full status and SBA’s guaranty has been cancelled. 





The lender may request reinstatement of the guaranty within 30 days, subject to funding availability and provided certain conditions are met.





Questions from lenders regarding this notice may be submitted to one of the two SBA Servicing Centers or the United States Export Assistance Center (for EWCP loans) that is listed in the loan authorization.

There are a number of programs and services available to assist you and your small business customers when it comes to exporting. At SBA, we have the Export Working Capital Program (EWCP) designed to assist in meeting short-term working capital needs of exports.  This program can be used in conjunction with the Ex-Im Bank’s (Export-Import Bank of the United States) co-guarantee program when the EWCP will not meet the customer’s needs.   





SBA’s International Trade Loan program is designed to assist businesses preparing to engage in international trade as well as assist small businesses adversely affected by competition from imports.  In the Export Express program, a subprogram of SBA’s Express program, the SBA guarantees are 85% for loans $150,000 or less and 75% for loans up to $250,000.





Our U.S. Export Assistance Center (USEAC) is available to assist you.   The USEAC works in partnership with other federal agencies and programs assisting small businesses in meeting their export needs.
