�It is important that you not resend (unless asked to do so) duplicate G-845 for verification as this will only bog down the system.

Export Express


The SBA Export Express program provides exporters and lenders a streamlined method to obtain SBA backed financing for loans and lines of credit up to $250,000.  





International Trade Loans


The SBA International Trade Loan program is a term loan designed for businesses that plan to start/continue exporting or those that have been adversely affected by competition from imports.           The proceeds of the loan must enable the borrower to be in a better position to compete.


John will also discuss the services provided by the U.S. Export Assistance Centers. USEACs provide one-stop information on all aspects of international trade, making it easy to find answers to any questions about international trade.
