SBA urges anyone that has not registered for assistance to call FEMA at 1-800-621-FEMA (3362), regardless of the status of any insurance claim.  FEMA will refer you to the agency(s) best able to meet your disaster-related needs.
SBA also urges recent storms and flood victims to return applications even if they have insurance. Waiting to file an application could cause unnecessary delays in receiving disaster assistance, and could cause disaster victims to miss the SBA application deadline.  

Anyone unable to visit one of the Centers may obtain an application by calling the SBA’s Customer Service Center at 1-800-659-2955 (1-800-877-8339 for the hearing-impaired), Monday through Friday from 8 a.m. until 9 a.m. EDT.  Business loan applications can also be downloaded from the SBA website at www.sba.gov/services/disasterassistance. Completed applications should be returned to one of the Centers or mailed to: U.S. Small Business Administration, Processing and Disbursement Center, 14925 Kingsport Road, Fort Worth, TX. 76155.

The deadline for returning applications for physical damage is June 25, 2007; the deadline to return economic injury applications is January 28, 2008.
