Because the SBA Disaster Assistance Program is the primary form of federal assistance to those affected by a disaster most homeowners and renters, and all businesses owners will be referred directly to the SBA for low-interest loans when they register for assistance.  “The home loan application provides necessary information for determining the appropriate assistance for that applicant.  If the SBA decides not to offer a loan, the individual is then automatically referred to other available disaster assistance,” said Frank Skaggs, Director of SBA Field Operations Center East.
