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Our last Field Management Meeting focused on the impact of globalization on U.S. small businesses.  To follow-up on that meeting, we want to remind everyone that the SBA Export Express Pilot Loan Program was announced by Administrator Alvarez during her visit to the Miami Free Trade Zone on October 3, 2000, and is currently available nationwide.

SBA Export Express is a subprogram of SBAExpress and as such utilizes the same forms and application procedures that are used by SBAExpress.  The PLP Processing Center mailed the updated SBAExpress forms and guidelines to all participating SBAExpress lenders in September.  These updated forms incorporate the additional eligibility questions and export data elements required of SBA Export Express applications.  SBAExpress lenders may begin submitting SBA Export Express applications immediately – there is no need for them to request special authority in order to process SBA Export Express loans.

Attached to this email correspondence is an electronic version of a fact sheet on SBA Export Express that was distributed to the SBA personnel in the U.S. Export Assistance Centers (USEACs).  Additional hard copies of this fact sheet are available from the Office of International Trade (OIT).  This fact sheet has also been added to the SBA homepage at www.sba.gov/oit/exportexpress.pdf.

A PowerPoint presentation for SBA Export Express has been developed and will be placed on the SBA’s intranet system shortly.

In addition, note cubes with the SBA Export Express logo were sent out to all of the USEACs in September.  Additional supplies of these marketing materials are available from the SBA Warehouse – request publication EXPORT CUBE.   Due to a limited supply of these marketing materials, there is a limit of ten cubes per office.
