New additions to the 504 Lender Analysis and Management Program

SBA Information Notice No. 5000-730 described the new 504 Lender Analysis and Management Program (504 LAMP) provided by the Office of Financial Assistance (OFA) and available at http://yes.sba.gov/offices/fa/504.  

Due to numerous inquiries from SBA field offices, OFA has just finished designing a new addition to the system that is now available at the same website.  This addition lists those counties that appear to be available for a new CDC or an existing CDC that wants to expand.  This list is organized alphabetically by state and will be updated on a monthly basis. 

If you are unfamiliar as to how availability is determined, you should refer to SOP 50-10(4), Subpart H, Chapter 5, para. 1 as well as the current regulations governing processing requests for new CDCs and CDCs applying to expand (13 CFR, parts 120.810 and 120.835).

Other counties on the list that have the statement “Loans Per 100,000 Greater Than 1,” also may be available if any of the loan activity in the county was outside the area of operations of the CDC that processed the loan.  (504 loans are permitted to be processed by a CDC when the project is outside of the CDC’s area of operations if one of the exceptions in 13 CFR, part 120.839, “Case-by-case extensions” is met.)  In order to determine if the county may actually be available, the district office must subtract out these loans from the total number of 504 loans approved in the last 24 months for that county.  Then the district office must re-calculate the ratio.  The population as of the 2000 census is to be used in the calculation.  This population number is stated next to the county’s name on the list.
