PLP lenders authorized to submit International Trade (IT) loans under PLP authority.
EFFECTIVE:

SBA has historically restricted International Trade (IT) loans from being submitted under the Preferred Lenders Program (PLP).  Effective with this Notice, all PLP lenders can now submit IT loans using their PLP authority.  SOP 50-10(4) subpart c, chapter 1, paragraph 7 contains the requirements for the IT loan program.  PLP lenders must document their loans to ensure that their files meet these requirements.  

When a PLP lender is processing an EWCP loan along with an IT loan for the same applicant, both loans must be submitted to the SBA representative in the local USEAC for regular processing.  The only exception is for PLP lenders that have been specifically approved to process EWCP loans using their PLP delegated authority – in such cases, the PLP lender can process both loans under their PLP authority.
