	Until FPDS-NG is operational, all data will need to be collected manually.  Monthly reports are simply not feasible for many agencies, so efforts will be limited.  OFPP believes the system should be operational by the beginning of FY 2005, but the PCR box will not be available at that time.  The strategy identified for allowing an increase in the number of acquisitions reviewed was to use E-PCR, but funding for the project has been revoked.

	GSA and GAO are expected to monitor this data closely.
